


The “Who Do You Tell?”™ Program is a child sexual 
abuse education program for elementary school 
aged children (kindergarten to grade 6), their 
parents, and teachers.

The classroom program consists of two 
comprehensive 1-hour educational sessions 
delivered on consecutive days. As well, the “Who 
Do You Tell?”™ Program includes a 1.5-hour parent 
information night, a 1-hour teacher information 
session, and private time for children who may 
have questions, worries, or concerns to share with 
our Education Specialists. 

The program is designed to provide elementary 
children with skills and knowledge that
will help them:

    recognize the difference between ok touches 
    and not ok touches;

    empower them to say no to touches that make 
    them feel uncomfortable or scared; 

    understand that child sexual abuse is never their 
    fault and be able to name safe adults they can 
    tell if they feel uncomfortable, threatened, or if 
    they have been abused.
